	Data/Diagrams

· Organized

· Clear

· Accurate

· Diagrams follow criteria chart  (labels, title, details)

	
	
	Claims and Evidence

· A “Claim” is a statement about what you observe to be happening in this experiment.  For each claim, you should give the evidence from the experiment that supports it. 

· Claims should be related to the underlying principles 

· Evidence includes what works and what doesn’t work when appropriate.

	
	
	Conclusion

· Begin with an appropriate topic sentence that puts the focus question into a sentence format
· Use words from the “word wall” appropriately

· Refer to the evidence you gathered to support your claims

· Show the connection to the focus question
· Show the connection of the Big Idea to the “real world.”
