Directions for Assembling the Flipchart Checklist

Use 4 pieces of construction paper or cardstock – choose two different colors.
2. Make two-sided copies of the masters provided below –

b. copy the next two sheets in another color
c. continue alternating until all 8 sheets are copied.

3. Lay the sheets out so that the first 4 numbered pages overlap as shown in diagram 1

4. Fold the sheets over so that the last four flaps are visible, as shown in diagram 2

5. Staple the pages together at the fold, and cut along the centerline.
